Homework activities
In room 2 we have homework set every week on a Monday, to be completed by Friday. The homework is usually focused on maths, spelling and a written language activity.

However for those looking for a little extra, here is a list of activities you can try:

· Read out loud to an audience (the audience can be just one person). This is a great way of improving fluency in reading and can give a real confidence boost.

· Do some reflective writing in your journal. Reflective writing is a really good way of developing expressive language skills, something we will be calling on in term 4.

· Write a review of a movie you have seen, a restaurant you have been to or even a book you have read.

· Make some posters for our classroom walls. These can be about spelling rules, math strategies, shared reading pictures, poems or topic work.

· Practice your times tables and basic facts.

· Visit some of the websites listed on the class site.

· Help out around the house. A big focus in room 2 this term and next is working independently. A great way to develop these skills is by having jobs to do and proving you can do them (without being asked).
