Reading Homework Suggestions.

These are some ideas you can use with your child when they are reading their reading books at home with you. 

1. When your child has read the story ask them to retell the story in the right order. Some cue words are… what happened first, next, at the end…?
2. Word Detectives. When they have finished reading ask them to become word detectives… Choose 1 focus e.g. basic words (words that repeat in the story) can you find the word ‘is’ ‘the’ ‘and’ etc… or can you find a word that starts with ‘t’ ‘sh’ ‘th’ … or can you find word that ends with … ‘ing’ ‘ed’ ‘s’ 
Extension for higher levels – can you find a compound word, a contraction? etc…
3. Ask comprehension questions: Who, Where, When, What, Why, How?
Examples:

*Who were the people/characters in the story?

* Where does the story take place?

* When did mum pick up …?

* What did they have for dinner?

* How do you think ….. was feeling? Why?

* Why do you think … went to the supermarket?
These techniques are aimed at developing understanding of the story and understanding of text features. 
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
