How to Make a Rocket
I have sent home a copy of ‘How to Make a Rocket.’ If you have these materials at home, it would be fantastic if you could work with your child to make it, they will need some support. For the rocket you don’t need hot glue, it works just as well with a glue stick. I have modelled it to the class so they should be able to help with some tricky bits. You just need a straw or anything else that would work to launch the rocket. Maybe you could try modifying the design so it could go higher? 
Reading, Writing, Mathematics
In reading we are continuing to work on fluency and expression when reading out loud. We are also working on making sure what we are reading makes sense. If it doesn’t make sense then stop and go back and use some clues (sounds, miss the word out- what would sound right? Look at the picture)
In Mathematics we have been focussing on subtraction and this will be something we will continue with over the next few weeks as well as addition strategies and measurement. 
In writing we have been working on how to write narratives (making up our own stories). We have also been working on editing our own work – making sure it makes sense, using a dictionary to fix  spelling errors and including full stops and capital letters.

In week 9 of this term we will be having parent interviews. We will be giving out the mid-term reports at these interviews. Look out for more information soon.

Homework is continuing with reading, the maths tower and the spelling. Please make sure your child brings the notebook to me in the morning if they are ready to be tested.
