

Welcome back to the new term which is looking to be another busy and active one.   Later in the term the syndicate will be working on preparing items for the school concert, which is planned for late September.

Maths:

Junior Syndicate maths will continue to focus on number recognition, talking about number, problem solving with number, subtraction and addition, and fractions. Rooms 4, 5, and 7 will also be working on solving, memorising, and understanding addition and subtraction facts to sums of 10. During the term each class will work on a unit focussing on measuring time. 
At home you can help your child by-

· Helping them to read and write numbers from 1-100.
· Helping them to learn their addition and subtraction facts (Rooms 4, 5, 7).
· Encouraging them to read and talk about times on analogue and digital clocks.

· Asking them to cut foods into fractions (1/2, 1/4s, 1/3s). They could cut up foods like apples, bananas, mandarins, cakes, toast, sandwiches, or pizza.
P.E:

For the first half of the term, all rooms are working together on a PE unit which explores poi, rakau, and dance.
Good luck to the Mini Ball team for another term of excellent team work and play. 
Theme:
The term begins with each class following a story book or legend theme. Art work and writing will be linked to these topics. Please take time to look at the work on display in your child’s room.
From Week 5 the syndicate will be working on their concert items. These will involve dance, drama, singing and art.
