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What an exciting week we have had with it snowing in Wellington. I’d like to welcome back Gemma Bryant to our class. She is in her second session as a student teacher with Room 7 and is doing a great job. She will be finishing her teaching practice in our class at the end of next week.  Last week we had a great trip to the Dowse and the Hutt City Library where we created our own clay creatures. What a great resource the Dowse is to have in the community I highly recommend visiting it when you have the chance. 
Reading
Our focus this term is using a variety of strategies to unlock unknown/tricky words, retelling (going over what happened in the story in the correct order) and answering comprehension questions,  including who, what, where, how, why do you think questions.
Writing
We are currently writing narrative stories and will be publishing these in book form during the term.  Each narrative needs a title, an introduction (When, Who, Where) a complication/problem a resolution and an ending. 
Mathematics
We are currently working on a ‘Time’ unit learning hours, half hours, quarter to and quarter past. Later on this term we will work on a Fractions unit. Some of the fractions we will look at are halves, quarters, and thirds. We will also continue to work on numeracy throughout the term. 
Topic
At the moment in Room 7 we are working on a short unit on Teamwork. What a good team member is, how to work and communicate in a team and lots more. Later on we will be doing some production work and rugby world cup activities. 
Homework
As usual our class homework consists of daily reading except on Fridays, and spelling. Refer to our reading foci for this term for reading homework ideas. Our spelling homework is not compulsory. If your child is doing spelling homework in their notebooks they need to make sure they bring their notebooks to me when they are ready to be tested.
