Hutt Central School Community Survey May 2017

Report to Board of Trustees Meeting Tuesday 6 June 2017
Report prepared by Michael Gendall and Bob Buckham

A total of 86 survey responses were received. It is difficult to determine response rate from an overall roll number of 295
(as at 31 May 2017), due to:
Roll number includes families with more than one child at Hutt Central.
Individual parents/caregivers may have different experiences of the school, and may or may not respond to the
survey individually.
The list of names submitted with the survey responses does indicate more than one parent/carer/respondent per
family submitted in response to the survey.

In acknowledging this, the responses to the survey do give an indicative view of the school community’s perspective. To
present the survey results as indicative rather than absolute, these are illustrated below as stacked percentages,
reflecting the percentage or proportion of responses received for each answer option, as opposed to the actual numbers
received.

Interpretation and Commentary
Green shading indicates agreement, or strong agreement with the statement. Yellow/red shading indicates disagreement
or strong disagreement with the statement. Grey shading indicates “don’t know” responses to the statement.

Overall, responses to the survey questions received were very positive, with a majority >70% agreement with the
statements. Responses to four questions approached or fell below 50% agreement with the statement. Of note, these
questions also showed greater proportion of “don’t know” responses.

Reason’s for answering “don’t know” may include: a lack of awareness, unable to rate/value how the issue related to
them, not aware of the process/policy, or were otherwise unable to answer the question. “Don’t know” responses indicate
areas for the school staff/board to consider targeting for action or greater awareness.

While the majority of the survey responses were positive, and acknowledging a spectrum of opinion and experience
across positive and negative often exists, key learnings for the school, staff and board to consider are:
Statements with a comparatively higher proportion of negative responses:
o Variety of music and art opportunities
o School reports and child progress
Statements with a comparatively higher proportion of “don’t know” responses
o Support for students requiring assistance with learning
o Management of conflict and tensions between students
Management of bullying and violence
Health and safety programmes
Management of children in an emergency
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The survey also invited free-text comments and feedback related to what the school should keep doing, and what the
school should start doing.

Free-text comments received in response to the question “What currently happens at Hutt Central School that we should

Learning

Activities

Te Reo

Behaviour / actions of the children
The school environment / spaces

Parking / Pick-up & Drop-off
